In addition, he coached a New
York State Champion, a runner ap,
and third plce fimisher, In 1973, his
Mew York State Champion also
achieved All-American honors.

He left MacArthur in 1979 to
assume the position as Athletic
Director at neighboring Levitbown
Memorial High School. He also
coached wrestling there and  his
team was league champion in 1981,
Bob Lter returned to MacArthur as
Athletic Director and then moved to Herricks High
School o assume the position of Director of Physical
Educarion, Health, and Athlerics, a position he held unril
his retirement in 19494,
